talking. One clue to look for and listen is:

3. After 2 seconds, ask your question or make your comment:

(Who...? What...? Where...? When...? How...? Why...?)

too and WAIT to be called on.

REMEMBER: If someone asks you to stop interrupting, then stop

talking and wait your turn to talk/ask the question. Look for clues!
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
